Daversa’s groundbreaking projects have garnered widespread acclaim, from 
the politically resonant American Dreamers: Voices of Hope, Music of 
Freedom to the electrifying Kaleidoscope Eyes: Music of the Beatles. His 
recordings span orchestral jazz, intimate duo explorations, and high-energy 
big band works, each showcasing his ability to craft deeply expressive and 
imaginative soundscapes. 

A fearless collaborator and visionary, Daversa has performed and recorded 
with icons such as Herbie Hancock, Regina Carter, and Fiona Apple, while 
also composing and arranging for jazz ensembles, chamber groups, and film. 
His contributions to the art form have been recognized at the highest levels, 
including the Frost Award for Excellence in Teaching and Scholarship. In 
2020, the City of Miami Beach honored him by declaring February 23 “John 
Daversa Day.” 

Constantly evolving, Daversa continues to push artistic boundaries, shaping 
the future of jazz and inspiring audiences worldwide with his distinct voice 
and innovative spirit.
